81 hectare (200 acre) Selsdon Wood is managed ancient woodland dominated by oak, beech, ash and sweet chestnut with scattered holly, field maple wild & bird cherry, sycamore, sallow and yew. The coppiced woodland is mainly hazel. Both are rich in wildlife - home to badgers, bats, butterflies and birds. The flower-rich meadows host butterflies and other insects and provide grass for deer, worms for badgers and hay for cattle. Blackthorn & hawthorn hedges provide nectar for insects, food and cover for birds.

The Friends of Selsdon Wood are volunteers working with Croydon Council to ensure that Selsdon Wood is maintained for the benefit of the flora and fauna, as well as the enjoyment of the public.

Membership of the Friends expresses your belief in, and support for, the work we do. The Friends understand that not everyone can take part in

maintenance work or attend meetings but your membership encourages those that do. If you can help us in any way,
